Duluth is also a concentration point
for other migrating birds: passerines
(songbirds). When we started our
fulltime passerine banding program
at Hawk Ridge back in 1996, we were
one of only a few banding stations
monitoring neotropical migrants in
northeastern Minnesota.

The program works just like our
Adopt-a-Raptor program (only the
birds are significantly smaller.) For as
little as $15, you can “adopt” a banded
Tennessee Warbler!
